DECISIONS 

NEMO GOVERNANCE 

• The priority point for the Q2 2021 was to fully support with ACER in preparing the updated legislation 

(CACM). NEMOs also cooperated closely with TSOs in actively proposing new suggestions regarding the 

governance and voting mechanism, that will be included in the updated CACM. 

• NEMO Committee appointed the candidate TFLDs (Roberto Baldinelli from GME as Legal TF leader, Hilde 

Rosenblad from Nord Pool EMCO and Cosimo Campidoglio from GME as Technical TF co-leaders, Kata 

Feher from HUPX as Reporting and Communication TF leader and Ondrej Maca from OTE as Cost TF 

leader).  

• NEMO Committee confirmed the adherence of new Parties (MEMO, a designated NEMO in North 

Macedonia, and Baltic Cable, an interconnector between Germany and Sweden – certified as a TSO in 

Germany) to the Global CACM NDA. 

 

JOINT GOVERNANCE 

• NEMOs and TSOs set up a dedicated implementation team.  

• NEMOs internal contracts and NEMOs-TSOs joint contracts are being updated based on agreed Joint 

Governance principles.

• NEMO Committee is closely communicating with ACER on the updated CACM, dedicated review group 

has been established.

COST REPORTING
